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Breeze, a noble-born member of Kelsier’'s crew, reflects on his unique perspective of
intrigue, shaped by his aristocratic upbringing. Unlike the brutal, survival-driven
betrayals of the skaa underworld, noble intrigues were more abstract, with
consequences spanning generations. Despite his background, Breeze has found
camaraderie in the tight-knit crew, using his Allomantic powers to foster unity. His past
experiences make him particularly attuned to subtle signs of conspiracy, which he

detects in a mysterious letter from Sazed.

The letter’s hurried writing, cautious phrasing, and excessive sealing wax immediately
signal a clandestine meeting to Breeze. He is baffled as to why Sazed, of all people,
would initiate such secrecy. As he prepares to investigate, Breeze muses on his own
mortality and the grim reality of their impending doom, lightened only by his affection
for Allrianne. The dimly lit Venture hallways mirror his somber mood as he approaches

the meeting location.

Upon arriving, Breeze spots two of Demoux’s loyal soldiers guarding the door. Using
his Allomantic abilities, he Soothes their emotions, heightening their anxiety until one
guard opens the door, revealing Sazed alone inside. This confirmation deepens
Breeze’s suspicion, but he remains cautious, weighing the possibility of a trap set by
Elend to test loyalties. Yet, he dismisses the idea as out of character for the trusting

young leader.

Hidden in the shadows, Breeze hesitates, torn between curiosity and caution. The
chapter ends on a tense note, leaving his next move unresolved. The encounter
underscores the growing tensions within the crew and the fragile trust that binds
them, as even the most unlikely individuals may harbor secrets in a world on the brink

of collapse.
